• If possible, talk about this with your 
family, and always seek independent 
legal advice.

• If you already have a Will, then 
adding an amendment or “codicil” is all 
you need to do to update it.

• Give a copy of your Will to your Solicitor 
and tell a close family member or friend 
where it is located.
